INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Remove the hood. (See Figure 2)

2. Take off the access cover by removing the 2 bolts (A) as
shown in Figure 3.

3. Detach front fascia by removing the 10 Torx Bolts (B) as
shown in Figure 4.

Note: Be sure to detach the head lights from their wiring
before pulling front facia off the machine.

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Note: When installing your wide winch (hole pattern 6.6
inches) you will need to grind away some of the frame in
the front and rear of the winch cable holes as shown in
Figure 5. The front hole needs to have at least a 1/16th”’
taken off each side and the rear hole needs to have at
least a 1/4” taken off each side.

If installing a wide synthetic cable winch you MUST
grind the frame; however, if installing a wide steel cable
winch it is up to you if you grind or not (winch cable will
rub if not ground).

4. Place mount into position from the drivers side of the
machine (Figure 7) in order to avoid the breather hose for
the front differential. Align the mount with the bolt holes
as shown in Figure 6 (C&D). Fasten mount to the front
frame rail using the 3/8” x 1" Carriage Bolts and Nuts (F),
with nuts to the inside so the carriage bolts sit in the square

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5. Install your winch to the mount using the hardware
provided with your winch as shown in Figure 10.

Note: Figure 9 shows the winch hole pattern for
mounting your wide winch. You will also have to
maneuver the winch under the radiator hoses that
are there. These hoses are designed to fit around the
winch.

6. Install your roller fairlead or hawse to the fairlead plate
as shown in Figure 11 using the hardware provided
with your winch.

7. Install the fairlead assembly by removing the nuts (G)
from the upper A-arms. (Do not remove the A-arm
bolts) Place ONE 3/8” Washer over each bolt, then

the fairlead assembly over the bolts and washers and
replace the nuts.

8. Tighten all hardware.

9. Replace front fascia and hood removed in steps 1&3,
replace all torx bolts and tighten. Reconnect headlight
wires.

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WIRING INFORMATION

1. For contactor location please see “Figure 13”. There is no set
location for the contactor on this machine. We suggest placing it
some where under the hood that is out of the elements.

2. The wires will need to be switched for this machine. The
longer wires (Blue/Yellow) will be used to go from the
battery to the contactor. The shorter wires (Black/Red) will
be used to go from the winch to the contactor. See Figure
17 on Page 5.

3. Mini-Rocker Switch Hardware kit. This allows you to mount
your usual handle bar mounted switch to almost any desired
location.

a. Remove handlebar mount hardware from the switch.

b. Locate desired mounting location

c¢. Mark and drill two switch holes through dash using switch
housing as a template

d. Drill a 3rd hole for the switch wiring.
